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TAMIL LANGUAGE

Tamil is one of the classical languages of the world. Sanskrit, Greek,
Latin, Hebrew, Persian and Chinese are others recognised as
classical languages. Classical languages mean, apart from being early
and ancient, they have stood the test of time.

Tamil is one of the very few languages of the world with a classical
past and a robust literary tradition that has continued to this day.
The greatness of Tamil lies not just in its antiquity, but also in its
continuity throughout the ages. Tamil language is spoken by over 70
million people as at to-day.

Tamil is one of the two classical languages of India and is the only
one of contemporary India which is recognizably continuous with a
classical past. U. V. Swaminatha lyer of Tamil Nadu and See. Vai.
Thamotharampillai of Yalpanam searched and found many valuable
ancient texts in Tamil and brought them to print along with the help
of many devoted scholars.

Among the first ten Ancient Languages of the world, Tamil ranks first
and Sanskrit, second. The list, according to Antiquity is:



Tamil, Sanskrit, Egyptian, Greek, Chinese, Aramaic, Hebrew, Korean,
Armenian, Latin.

Harvard University in U.S.A. hasreviewed and accepted a proposal to
intitute a “Sangam Tamil Chair” in the Department of South Asian
Studies with the primary focus on the Tamil Sangam Literature. It is
a matter of prestige for the Tamil Community to set up a Tamil Chair
at the oldest and most reputed academic institution in the United A

States. Harvard University has the prestige of producing 47 Nobel
Laureates, 32 Heads of State and 48 Pulitzer Prize Winners. This will
provide an opportunity for Tamil Scholars to be trained in modern
research methodologies. Tamil Literature is a vast field and there
are many areas which need to be researched. The Tamil language
has had a continuous and vibrant literary history which continues to
this day. Tamil is the 20" most commonly spoken language by 70-80
million people in the world.

USS$6,000,000 was the outlay required to establish a permanent
Tamil chair at Harvard. To start the Department, an initial amount of
US$1,000,000 was required. Two Tamil Nadu Tamils in America
shared this contribution and inaugurated the Tamil Department. As
at middle of September, USS$2.67 has been collected from various
countries. USS0.33 million is to be raised by end of December, 2017.
Another USS 3 million needs to be raised by June, 2018. Collecting
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the balance is being actively pursued to meet the target and to win
the Tamil Chair a permanent status.

UNEVENTFUL VISITS BY TRADE PERSONNEL.

When trades personnel are called for repair and maintenance
jobs, it is very important for the respective tenants

1. To stay at home and meet the trades person at the
appointed time.

2. To deal with the trades person tactfully, give him/her
correct guidance about the job and get the work
properly attended to.



3. To avoid unnecessary arguments which may
complicate matters.

If the trades person comes on call and could not carry out his work
due to tenants not complying with the above, the trade person will
call it as an “uneventful visit” and charge for his visit.

Such charges cannot be borne by the landlord (ACT Housing or Tamil
seniors) and will be charged to the tenants concerned.

Please fully co-operate to avoid paying for uneventful visits by
trades persons.
